A Scope of Services and Responsihilities. The DEPARTMENT and the GOVERNMENTAL BODY agree as specified in
Part 5.

B, Compensation., Compensalion {if any) shall be as specified In Parl 6.

Term of Agreement. The term of this Agreement shall be from 01/01/2047 1o $2/31/2018.

. Amendments. Al changes to this Agreement must be mulually agreed upon by the DEPARTMENT and the
GOVERNMENTAL BOOY and be incorporated by written amendment, signed by the parties.

E. Renewal. This Agreernent may not be renewed.

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PART 2
GENERAL PROVISIONS

A. Changes. if any circumstance or condition in this Agreement changes, the GOVERNMENTAL 80DY must
notify the DEPARTMENT in writing withia seven days.

B. Comptliance/Governing Law. The terms of this Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of liinois. Any obligations and satvices performed under this Agreement shali be performed in
compliance with ait applicable state and federai laws.

C. Availability of Appropriation. This Agreement is contingent upon and subject to the avaiiability of
funds. The Department, at its sole option, may terminate or suspend this Agreement, in whole or in part, without
penalty or further payment being required, if (1) the lllinols General Assembly or the federal funding source fails to
make an appropriation sufficient to pay such obligation, or if funds needed are insufficient for any reason, (2) the
Governor decreases the Department's funding by reserving some or ail of the Department's appropriation({s)
pursuant to power delegated to the Governor by the Hiinois General Assembly; or {3) the Department determines,
in its sole discretion or as directed by the Office of the Governor, that a reduction is necessary or advisable based
upon actual or projected budgetary considerations. GOVERNMENTAL BODY will be notified in writing of the fallure
of appropriation or of a reduction or decrease.

D. Records Inspection. The DEPARTMENT or a designated representative shall have access to the
GOVERNMENTAL BODY's work and applicable records whenever it is in preparalion or progress, and the
GOVERNMENTAL BODY shail provide fof such access and inspection.

E. Records Preservation. The GOVERNMENTAL BODY, shali maintain for a minimum of thres years after
the completion of the Agreement, adequate books, records and supperting documents fo verify the amounts,
recipients and uses of all disbursements of funds passing in conjunction with the Agreement.

F. Cost Category Transfer Request. For alt transfers between or among appropriated and allocated cost
categories, DEPARTMENT approval is required. To secure approval, the GOVERNMENTAL BODY must submit
a written request to the DEPARTMENT detailing the amount of transfer, the cost categories from and to which the
transfer is to be made, and rationale for the transfer.

G, Subcontracting/Procurement Procadures/Employment of Department Personnel

1. Subconfracting.  Subconiracling, assignment or transfer of all or part of the interests of the
GOVERNMENTAL BODY conceming any of the obiigations covered by this Agreement is prohibited without
prior written consent of the DEPARTMENT.

2. Procurement of Goads or Services — Federal Funds, For purchases of products or services with
any Federal funds that cost more than $3,000.00 but fess than the simplified acquisition threshold fixed at
41 U.S.C 403(11), {currently set at $100,000 00) the GOVERNMENTAL BODY shali obtain prce or rate
quotations from an adequate number {(at teast (hree) of qualified sources. Procurement of products or
services with any Federal funds for $100.000 or more will require the GOVERNMENTAL BODY to use the
invitation for Bid process or the Request for Proposal process. In the absence of formal codifted
procedures of the GOVERNMENTAL BODY, the procadures of the DEPARTMENT will be used, provided that
the procurement procedures conform to the provisions in Part 3(K) below. The GOVERNMENTAL BOOY
may only procure products or services from one source with any Federal funds if: (1) the products or
services are available only from a single source; or (2) the DEPARTMENT autherizes such a procedure; or,
{3} after salicitation of a number of sources, competition 1s determined inadequate,

3. Procurement of Goads or Services — State Funds. For purchases of products or services with
any State of Minois funds that cost more than $20,000.00, (§10,000.00 for professional and artistic
services) but less than the small purchase amount set by the Hiinois Procurement Coda Rules, (currently
set at $50,000.00 and $206,000.00 for professional and artistic services) the GOVERNMENTAL BODY shall
obtain price or rale quotations from an adequate number (at least three) of qualified sources.
Procurerment of products or services with any State of fllinos funds for $50,000.00 or more for goods and
services and $20,000.00 or more for prafessional and anlistic services) will require the GOVERNMENTAL

Governmental Body will refund payments made under this agreament to the extent that such payments were
made for any such incomplete or unsatisfactory deliverable.

SCOPE OF SERVICE/RESPONSIBILITIES

The DEPARTMENT will provide funding to the GOVERNMENTAL BODY to maintaln, operate, and enhance the .
Gateway Traveler Information System {GTIS). Consisting of a number of intercorinected computers, servers,
netwaorks, websites, and other devices, the GTIS is physically housed in a number of locations in northeastern
Ithinois, including the DEPARTMENT"s Traffic Systems Center {T5C) in Oak Park and District One in Schaumburg,
the GOVERNMENTAL BODY's campus in Chicago; and in various other locations. The GTIS currently provides the
public with real-time travelfer information and historicat traffic data for 167 counties covering five Midwestern
states. The coverage area includes all lllinois counties {102), Minneapolis/St. Paul, Minnesota area (9),
central/southern Wisconsin {22}, northern Indiana (7}, and southern Michigan {27}.

The GOVERNMENTAL BODY will operate and maintain the GTIS on 3 24/7/365 schedule and pravide emergency
support such as responding to outages. The GOVERNMENTAL BODY shall provide operations support such as
updating the GTIS databases, answering or redirecting webmaster email Inquiries, monitoring external data
feads, answering the GTIS phone, and tralning staff. The GOVERNMENTAL 8ODY shall also perform GTIS website
customization and enhancement, and review GTIS infrastructure and network configurations.

The GOVERNMENTAL BODY, under the DEPARMENT's direction, will expand the Expressway Lane Closure
System (LCS) previously deployed in the DEPARTMENTs District One to encompass all Hiinois interstates. The
GOVERNMENTAL BODY will also upgrade the Travelmidwest.com incident Notification System (TINS).

The GOVERNMENTAL BODY will integrate 1DOT-provided real-time private sector traffic data into the GTIS maps

and reports. The GOVERNMENTAL BODY will also integrate the National Performance Monitoring Research
Data Set (NPMRADS] into the GTIS.

The GOVERNMENTAL BODY will integrate traveler information data supplied by additianal agencias as the data
becomes available.

The GOVERNMENTAL BODY will develop a GTIS high level design document to assist new development staff,

The GOVERNMENTAL BODY will expand the GTIS and Travel Midwest to Incorporate data provided for
interstates and other imited access highways in the Missouri portion of the 5t. Louis metropolitan area.

The GOVERMENTAL BODY will provide support to the following: Chicage Metropolitan Agency for Planning
{CMAP) Northeastern Hlinois Regional Transportation Operations Coalition {RTOC), Lake Michigan Interstate
Gateway Alffance {LMIGA), and Great Lakes Regional Transportation Operations Coalition {GLRTOC). Support
will include attending meetings, preparing reports, implementing GTIS subsystems approved by the
DEPARTMENT and GOVERNMENTAL BODY, public outreach, providing yuality control of the TINS, and other
related support.

The GOVERNMENTAL BODY will also provide support for emerging initiatives, including assisting the
DEPARTMENT with the coordination and integration of (TS technologies and participation on the Chicago

Metropolitan Agency for Planning (CMAP) Regional Transportation Gperations Coalition and Advanced
Technology Task Force,

The GOVERNMENTAL BODY wilt deploy GTIS enhancements improved maps, site tour videos, and trip report
enhancements ko meet the goals/objectives of the DEPARTMENT's Office of Cormmunications.

The GOVERNMENTAL BODY will enhance the Travef Midwest mobile application.

The intergovemmental Agreement (1775102301} between the lllinois Department of Transportation

(DEPARTMENT) and The Board of Trustees of the University of liinais (GOVERNMENTAL 800DY) is hareby
maodified as follows.

By replacing Part 4, Sections C through K as follows;

c. Termination. If the DEPARTMENT is dissatisfied with the GOVERNMENTAL BODY'S performance or
believes that there has been a substantial decrease in the GOVERNMENTAL BODY'S perforrmance, the
DEPARTMENT may give written notica that remedial action shall be taken by the GOVERNMENTAL BODY within
seven {7) calendar days. If such action is not taken within the time afforded, the DEPARTMENT may terminate
the Agreement by giving seven (7} days written notice to the GOVERNMENTAL BODY. Additionally, either party
may terminate the Agreement by giving thirty (30) days written notice. in either instance, the GOVERNMENTAL
BODY shall be paid for the value of all authorized and acceptable work performed prior to the date of termination,
including non-cancelable obligations made prior ta receipt of notice of termination and for which work will be

completed within 30 days of receipt of notice of termination, based upon the payment terms set forth in the
Agreement.

Approval for use or publication
shall st be unreasonably withheld, The DEPARTMENT shall have 30 days from the date of receipt of any such

publication to approve or abject to it If no objection 15 made within this 30 days, the publication wilt be deemed
approved.

F. Software. All soffware and related computer programs produced and developed by the
GOVERNMENTAL BODY (or authorized contractor or subcontractar thereaf) in carrying out the
GOVERNMENTAL BODY'S obfigation hereunder, without hmitation and whether preliminary or final, shall
become and remain the property of the GOVERNMENTAL BODY.
